Technical Trainings
SRF promotes �eld schools in di�erent bioregions of the 
state to teach restorationists, landowners, consultants, 
watershed and road managers, agency personnel, tribal 
members, and students about technical skills that can 
be applied in their projects. Field school subjects include 
�sh-friendly road and culvert practices, bioengineering 
techniques, instream structures, watershed and project 
monitoring, and other technical trainings.
